High lights 
 
¶ Arrest of four dealers of protected wildlife species.   
¶ Issuance of a bench warrant against a released trafficker.  

 
General 
 
Within the goals of continuing its mission which is that of the effective application of wildlife 
law in the Central African Republic, the NGO RALF (re-enforcement of the application of 
wildlife law) once again in the course of this period carried out arrest of four traffickers of 
protected wildlife species. It equally continued multiplication of contacts with administrative 
and diplomatic authorities. The aim behind this been to always solicits their support for the 
project.     
Animated by the profound desire to reproduce the LAGA model in CAR, the coordinator 
maintained contacts with the various partners accompanying RALF in its activities. In this 
respect, he held meetings with the following authorities:  
 
¶ Government authorities (the Director General of the Regional services of the 

Ministry in charge of wildlife, the Minister of Order, Immigration and Public Security 
and the Director of cabinet at the same Ministry )  

¶ Judicial authorities (The State Counsel of the High Court of Bangui)  
¶ Embassies ( France) 

 
 

This month witness the success of an operation carried out against 3 dealers. In the course of 
these operations, dealers were arrested in possession of trophies of totally protected wildlife 
species (hippopotamus teeth and leopard skin)   
 

During this operation, two dealers of wildlife species were arrested about selling to a 
client, two hippopotamus teeth and a civet skin hidden in a plastic bag on board a taxi at the 
entrance of ATLANTIS restaurant opposite the National Gendarmerie. They affirmed after 
their arrest that they work opposite the ROCK CLUB in Bangui.  
He later on revealed that one of his accomplices was in possession of a leopard skin in a shop 
opposite ROCK CLUB. The director of OCRB thereupon ordered a descent to the said shop 
which saw the successful arrest of the trafficker in possession of products of totally protected 
wildlife species. . 
These operations witnessed a great success thanks to the participation of the forces of law and 
order, elements of the wildlife administration and the technical support from the NGO RALF 
who is putting more efforts for the effective application of wildlife law in the Central African 
Republic. 
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Investigations 
¶ 42 investigation were carried out within this period  in 5 of the 8 subdivisions of 

BANGUI and in the prefectorial district of OMBELLA-M’POKO a BIMBO which is 
around the environs of BANGUI  

¶ 3 volunteers continue their test with promising perspectives.  
¶ Investigations were focused on wild cats, elephantine and reptiles. These 

investigations saw the arrest of 3 dealers.  
 

Operations 
¶ 1 operation is carried out this month against one dealer with collaboration from the 

forces of law and order and elements from the Ministry in charge of wildlife. 
¶ 13 /11/09- 2 Central African dealers of objects in hippopotamus teeth’s are arrested. 

They revealed that one of their accomplices is in possession of a leopard skin. After 
having spent three days under custody at the central Bureau for the repression of Arm 
robbery (OCRB), they are simply release without been presented to the state counsel 
as stipulated by the law.   

 
 
Legal Department 

¶ 13 /11/09- 3 dealers arrested are later release by the OCRB without presenting 
them to the state counsel.  

¶ The Director general of the Regional Services (DGSR) of the Ministry in 
charge of wildlife wrote to the state counsel of the High court of Bangui 
requesting the deliverance of arrest warrants against the fugitives. The state 
counsel yielded to the request but instead issued a bench warrant.  

¶ The bench warrant however remained unexecuted because the fugitives were 
not localised;  

¶ One volunteer is dismissed for insubordination and incompetence. 
Media 
¶  23 media pieces were produced and posted on the internet, written press and the 

radio : 1 on the internet, 17 on the radio and 5 in written press both in French and 
Sango ; 

¶ Subjects developed on the application of wildlife law: three dealers of wildlife species 
again arrested in Bangui, consequences of the increase in wildlife crime.  

 
External Relations 

 The coordinator of RALF held meetings with determinant personalities involved in 
conservation. They includes:  
¶ Government authorities (Minister in charge of wildlife; Minister of Justice and the 

Minister of Immigration, Order and Public Security, The Director of Cabinet at the 
Ministry in charge of wildlife, The Director General of Regional service in charge of 
wildlife). 
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¶ Judicial authorities : (the state counsel of the Bangui high court)  

 
¶ Law enforcement authorities (The Director of cabinet at the ministry of 

Immigration, order and public security and the National Bureau chief of Interpol).
